As we enter into the season of preparation through prayer, fasting and almsgiving, I ask you to recall all the
ways in which God has blessed you. As you reflect on that, [ also ask you to consider supporting the
Eparchy of Saint Maron with a donation to our 2020 Lenten Appeal, to further the Eparchy’s mission of
service to God’s faithful people.
