Dear Parishioners & Friends:  
The number-one tennis player in the world, Novak 
Djokovic, was disqualified by the umpires of the US 
Open Tournament on Sunday, September 6, 2020.  
Toward the end of the first set against his opponent, 
Pablo Carreño Busta, ranked twentieth in the world, 
Djokovic lost a couple of points in a row.  And while 
he was throwing the ball to the ball boy/girl to hold 
it, it accidently hit the line judge in her throat and she 
fell down, but quickly recovered after the interven-
tion of the medical team on the court.  The number-
one ranked player ran toward the judge to check on 
her and apologized, but he will forever remember 
this moment because it cost him the entire tourna-
ment.  The officials on the tennis court met quickly 
and determined Djokovic’s action as an "Aggravated 
Behavior."   
 

The 2020 Official Grand Slam Rule Book in Article 
III: Player On-Site Offences, Paragraph N on Abuse 
of Balls reads, “Players shall not violently, danger-
ously or with anger hit, kick or throw a tennis ball 
within the precincts of the tournament site except in 
the reasonable pursuit of a point during a match 
(including warm-up).”  In the same Article, Para-
graph R on Unsportsmanlike Conduct states, “In cir-
cumstances that are flagrant and particularly injuri-
ous to the success of a tournament, or are singularly 
egregious, a single violation of this Section shall also 
constitute the Major Offence of ‘Aggravated Behav-
ior’ and shall be subject to the additional penalties 
hereinafter set forth. For the purposes of this Rule, 
Unsportsmanlike Conduct is defined as any miscon-
duct by a player that is clearly abusive or detrimental 
to the Sport.”   
 

It is clear that Djokovic did not intend to hit or harm 
the line judge even if she falsely called a few of his 
shots, but his action mounted to an aggravated be-
havior driven by ANGER.  According to the Cate-
chism of the Catholic Church, Paragraph 2302, 
“Anger is a desire for revenge.  To desire vengeance 
in order to do evil to someone who should be pun-
ished is illicit, but it is praiseworthy to impose resti-
tution to correct vices and maintain justice.  If anger 
reaches the point of a deliberate desire to kill or seri-
ously wound a neighbor, it is gravely against charity; 
it is a mortal sin.”  Nonetheless, anger as a feeling is 
neutral and at times is warranted. For example, when 
you see the immense destruction in the seaport of 
Beirut after the August 4th explosion and the huge September 10th  fire in the same area, you might be angry.  It would 
be abnormal for a person to feel nothing upon seeing all these horrible scenes.   
 

In John 2: 13-22, Jesus went up to the Temple as the privileged place of encounter with God.  The Temple was the 
dwelling place of the Father, a house of prayer. Once Jesus saw that the outer court had become a place of commerce, 
he was angered and drove merchants out of it because of jealous love for his Father.  “You shall not make my Father's 
house a house of trade. His disciples remembered that it was written, ‘Zeal for your house will consume me.’”   
 

Because of his anger, Djokovic was dismissed from the US Open and his chance of winning his eighteenth Grand Slam 
title faded away.  Many people in Lebanon and around the globe after watching the blast in Lebanon channel their an-
ger by volunteering to help those who were injured.  Jesus, angry at the merchants dealing and wheeling in the Temple 
of Jerusalem, poured out the coins of the money changers and overturned their tables, channeling his anger by purify-
ing the house of the Lord.

Feast of the Exaltation of the Glorious Cross 
 
The First Letter to the Corinthians 1:18-25 
The message about the cross is foolishness to those 
who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is 
the power of God.  For it is written, ‘I will destroy the 
wisdom of the wise, and the discernment of the dis-
cerning I will thwart.’ Where is the one who is wise? 
Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age? 
Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world?  
For since, in the wisdom of God, the world did not 
know God through wisdom, God decided, through the 
foolishness of our proclamation, to save those who be-
lieve.  For Jews demand signs and Greeks desire wis-
dom,  but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling-
block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, but to those 
who are the called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the 
power of God and the wisdom of God. 
For God’s foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, 
and God’s weakness is stronger than human strength. 
 
The Holy Gospel according to Saint John 12:20-32

were some Greeks.  They came to Philip, who was 
from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, ‘Sir, we 
wish to see Jesus.’
