Traditional Fasting & Abstinence Observance 
Those who wish to observe the traditional Maro-
nite practice of fasting and abstinence are invited 
to follow this practice. According to the Synod of 
Mount Lebanon of 1736, every weekday of Lent 
(Monday through Friday) is a day of fasting and 
abstinence from meat and dairy products (eggs, 
butter, milk, etc.) Fasting involves eating and 
drinking nothing at all (except water and medicine) from midnight until noon.  The rest of the day, normal meals may 
be taken but without meat or dairy products. Saturdays and Sundays are exempt from fasting and abstaining as are the 
following feast days: St. Maron on Feb. 9th if it falls during Lent, the 40 Martyrs on March 9th, and St. Joseph on 
March 19th.

Second Letter to the Corinthians 10: 1-7 

I myself, Paul, appeal to you by the meekness and 
gentleness of Christ I who am humble when face 
to face with you, but bold towards you when I am 
away! 
I ask that when I am present I need not show 
boldness by daring to oppose those who think we 
are acting according to human standards. 
Indeed, we live as human beings, but we do not 
wage war according to human standards;

Many sternly 
ordered him to be quiet, but he cried out even 
more loudly, ‘Son of David, have mercy on me!’  
Jesus stood still and said, ‘Call him here.’ And 
they called the blind man, saying to him, ‘Take 
heart; get up, he is calling you.’  So throwing off 
his cloak, he sprang up and came to Jesus.  Then 
Jesus said to him, ‘What do you want me to do for 
you?’ The blind man said to him, ‘My teacher, let 
me see again.’  Jesus said to him, ‘Go; your faith 
has made you well.’ Immediately he regained his 
sight and followed him on the way.
